Saving turtles, one egg at a time!
We receive a high-volume of calls
regarding turtles during their nesting
season (April to July). Turtles like to
nest in sandy areas, such as baseball
diamonds and on the gravel shoulder
of the road ...usually near water
sources. These areas leave hatchlings
vulnerable. This summer, GHS and
RARE Charitable Research Reserve
partnered together to save over 2,000
turtle eggs this spring. The hatchlings
were safely released at an event in
Guelph York Road Park later in the
summer.
