Pixie, an 8-year-old spaniel, came into our care on a Friday
evening in March 2021 after being hit by a car. She had bruised
lungs, a fractured pelvis, and irreparable injuries to one of her
hind legs. The veterinary team determined that Pixie’s injured
leg needed to be amputated.

Thanks to our generous Duke’s Fund
donors, Pixie was able to get the extensive
veterinary care she needed.

Pixie's amputation went well, although once she arrived at GHS
after the surgery she was nervous to get up on her three legs.
She required support from staff when she would go outside to
the bathroom. But after a few days, Pixie learned to walk on her
own - and our cameras happened to be rolling at the time. The
video of Pixie walking for the first time was
shared all over Canada and the United
States, and got 200,000 views!

GHS saw an expansion of its Farm Animal & Rural Services in 2021, beginning in January with
the launch of the all-new Farm to Home program, which looks to bring friendly barn cats, or
kittens, into loving homes — helping to lower the number of unwanted litters being born, while
giving cats the chance at a higher quality of life.

The biggest expansion of the Farm Animal program, however, was the addition of a dedicated
Farm Animal Room at the new building. In 2021, GHS became the only humane society in
Ontario to have a designated space just for farm animals within its main building. And the Farm
Animal Room came just in time, as GHS DOUBLED the number of chickens adopted in 2021
compared to 2020. GHS Farm Animal & Rural Services, supported by Grand River Agricultural
Society (GRAS), helped 11 chickens and six ducks find their #HappyTails in 2021.

Charlie and Diann Millage build a legacy of kindness to animals

Charlie and Diann Millage had been following the Guelph Humane Society’s
new building plans and construction updates for years. In early 2021, they
both agreed that they wanted to help. They committed a $100,000 gift
to the new building just days before Charlie died, at the age of 95. “We
are thankful that Charlie and | could contribute to this project,” Diann told
staff, after touring the new Guelph Humane Society at 190 Hanlon Creek
Blvd. “It's an up-to-date facility that will provide care to animals who so
desperately need the assistance.”

The Millages sold farm property years ago, and they have consciously set
out a purpose for that money: to better their community. Diann explained
that the rationale is to “fund projects that would enable support, extend
kindness, and create a happy environment for folks in our community.”

Charlie was born in 1925, on a farm in Emily Township — near what is now known as Kawartha Lakes.
Animals were a part of his life from the beginning, from working with horses on the farm, to spending
weeks caring for an injured lamb, to his very own cow/calf operation. Diann says the pastured cattle, barn
cats and dog were always happy to see Charlie, as they knew he would usually bring treats with him.

“Kindness was a thread woven in Charlie’s personality,” added Diann. “We felt that by supporting the
campaign for the new location of the Humane Society in Guelph, we would provide a continuation of the
kindness that Charlie and | always tried to extend to the various animals that we g
had in our home.”

Following that press release, other humane societies across Ontario started using similar “crisis”
language in the media, and GHS Executive Director Adrienne McBride was a guest on several CBC
radio shows to discuss the issue.

At the start of the pandemic, there was a fear that “pandemic puppies” would be purchased in haste,
and returned in droves to shelters across North America. This fear did not materialize, however we
did see this happen with pet bunnies.

Moving forward, education for new rabbit owners is key. It is imperative that pet bunnies
are spayed or neutered. Rabbits breed very quickly, and before you know it, two rabbits can
become 10 or 12 bunnies.

A RECORD Year for Wildlife

In 2021, the Guelph Humane Society helped 1,813 wild animals — compared to 1,551 wild
animals in 2020, and 1,711 in 2019. GHS can care for wildlife for up to 24 hours, as per Ontario’s
Fish and Wildlife Conservation Act, then if the animal is sick or injured it must be transported
to a licensed wildlife rehabilitator. Animals are transported from GHS by a team of dedicated
volunteer Wildlife Drivers.

A day in the life of an Animal
Services Officer (ASO)

The spring and summer months are the busiest and most
exciting time of year for the ASO team, as our local wildlife
are waking up from the long cold winter months and we start
welcoming new generations of critters. Our juvenile young tend
to be very curious and are still figuring out how to hunt and
scavenge and sometimes this is when they get into the most
trouble. We receive calls about them getting stuck in unusual
places that they have trouble getting out of on their own!

In summer 2021, | was called to help two young raccoons who
got spooked while trying to find some snacks in the garbage
of a local business. While attempting to avoid traffic and not
be seen by humans, they found themselves in the engine bay
and wheel well of a car! | was able to easily access one little
guy in the wheel well, while the sibling was inside the engine
bay. If you know raccoons, you know that they are very smart
and extremely spicy, so you have to be cautious when handling
them (so they don’t hurt themselves or damage the vehicle they
are in). | grabbed my bite resistant gloves (not recommended
for use on adult raccoons) and | slowly was able to remove the
little one to be reunited with its sibling!

Wildlife are very nervous around us humans, so we have to make
sure we handle them with care and eliminate as many stress
factors as we can for a smooth transition to rehabilitation...or
to try and reunite them with mama and family!

While public health restrictions kept
GHS doors closed to the public for
most of 2021, by the summer we
were finally able to start hosting some
in-person events. It began with our
summer Critter Camp for students
grades 1-8, which was SOLD OUT
for the entire summer. The camp’s
homebase was our new Community
Room, but campers also got to visit
animals in other parts of the building
each day.
